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GOVERNMENTS CELEBRATE GROUNDBREAKING OF

INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECTS IN BURLINGTON

BURLINGTON, ONTARIO − Construction is underway across Burlington, with infrastructure projects on track to improve parks, trails, arenas and transit services, provide a new community fire station, and make City Hall more energy-efficient. 

The Honourable Lisa Raitt, Minister of Labour and Member of Parliament for Halton; Mike Wallace, Member of Parliament for Burlington; the Honourable Margarett Best, Ontario’s Minister of Health Promotion and Sport; Dave Levac, Member of Provincial Parliament for Brant; and Cam Jackson, Mayor of the City of Burlington, today marked the progress of 12 infrastructure projects in the City of Burlington.   
“These infrastructure improvements encourage physical activity throughout the city and will also support a number of key municipal services,” said Minister Raitt on behalf of the Honourable Chuck Strahl, Minister of Transport, Infrastructure and Communities. “By investing in important community projects, we are helping families today and tomorrow.”
“Through Canada's Economic Action Plan, the federal government is stimulating the economy and creating jobs for Ontarians," said MP Wallace. "These local projects will enhance facilities and improve services and the quality of life for residents in our community."
“The McGuinty government understands the importance of infrastructure investments like these, which will stimulate the economy and create local jobs. The projects we are celebrating today support our government’s Open Ontario plan to create new opportunities for jobs and growth,” said Minister Best.
"The government of Ontario has stepped up to the plate by investing stimulus dollars for these very important projects in Burlington," said MPP Levac. "By investing in these projects we are helping regions and cities create jobs and expand their economies."

“The City of Burlington has a track record of success in working with our federal and provincial government partners to improve the quality of life for residents and businesses,” said Mayor Jackson. “Many of these projects will provide Burlington residents with improved public transit services as well as recreation and sports facilities to ensure greater access to quality services and programs.”

In total, the governments of Canada and Ontario and the City of Burlington are providing up to $39,575,000 toward these projects. The 12 projects are: new city park construction, hydro corridor bike path improvements, Centennial Bike Path resurfacing, improvements to the transit operations centre, a new Northeast Fire Station, a new accessibility bridge, a building automation system at City Hall, improvements to the Appleby Ice Centre, as well as Mountainside Park, Duncaster, Hidden Valley and Nelson trails, and investments in the Orchard Park soccer field, and the Nelson facility.

The Government of Canada's contributions come from the Economic Action Plan, which provides approximately $16 billion over two years to modernize a broad range of infrastructure. These investments are helping to create and maintain jobs across Canada for the benefit of all Canadians, and will ensure the country emerges from the economic downturn with more modern and greener infrastructure.

The contribution from the Province of Ontario comes from its 2009 provincial budget that is supporting more than 300,000 jobs and strengthening Ontario's economy.

Since 2007, the governments of Canada and Ontario have committed more than $13 billion in funding to over 6,400 infrastructure projects across the province to stimulate the economy and create jobs. 
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
