Canada Summer Jobs Funding Announced for Burlington
Burlington, June 13, 2011 – Mike Wallace, Member of Parliament for Burlington announced today that Burlington will be receiving funding this year through the Canada Summer Jobs Program.  
Over $240,000 has been allocated to Burlington. Approximately 53 agreements will be signed with employers and more than 85 student summer jobs will be created.
