CITY OF BURLINGTON TO RECEIVE FUNDING FOR RECREATIONAL UPGRADES

(Burlington) July 2, 2009 — The City of Burlington will benefit from joint federal and provincial funding to improve community recreational infrastructure, announced today under the Recreational Infrastructure Canada program in Ontario (RInC Ontario) and Recreation Ontario (Ontario REC). 

These projects will provide stimulus to the local economy through investments that will spur construction activity related to recreational infrastructure. Improving recreational facilities and services will also encourage higher levels of participation in physical activity and community building.
